PART 1 — PRELIMINARY

1 Name
The name of the incorporated association is Patterson Lakes Radio Model Yacht Club
Inc.

2 Purposes

The purposes of the Association are to:

(1) promote, control and develop class and handicap racing amongst any model
yacht classes the club may adopt;

(2)  promote the sport of model yacht sailing generally and affiliate as thought fit with
any other bodies similar to those of the Club;

(3) be active integral part of the National Water Sports Centre and its affiliated
interest groups as well as any other venues the club may use, thus contributing to
the enjoyment of the sport of model yachting by as wide a cross-section of the
community as possible.

3 Financial Year
The Financial Year of the Association is each period of 12 months ending on 30 April.

4 Definitions, interpretation and exercise of powers
(1) Inthese Rules:
Act means the Associations Incorporation Reform Act 2012 (Vic.).

Annual General Meeting means an annual general meeting of the Association
held under rule 30.

absolute majority of the Committee means a majority of the Committee
Members holding office and entitled to vote at the relevant time (as distinct from a
majority of Committee Members present at a Committee Meeting).

Associate Member means a Member referred to in rule 14(1).

Australasia refers to the Commonwealth of Australia and all its territories,
together with New Zealand, New Caledonia, Vanuatu, Fiji, Papua New Guinea
including the Bismark Archipelago and the Solomon Islands, West Papua and
Samoa, all islands South-east of a line joining 0° latitude 130° east longitude and
20° south latitude and 120° east longitude, and all islands east of Australia to the
International Date Line and south of the equator.

Business Day means a day which is not a Saturday, Sunday or public holiday in
Melbourne.

By-law means a by-law of the Association made under rule 79.

Chairperson of a General Meeting or Committee Meeting means the person
chairing the relevant meeting as required under these Rules.

Committee means the committee having management of the business of the
Association.

Committee Meeting means a meeting of the Committee held in accordance with
these Rules.
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Committee Member means a member of the Committee elected or appointed
under these Rules.

Disciplinary Appeal Meeting means a meeting of the Members convened under
rule 23(3).

Disciplinary Meeting means a meeting of the Committee convened for the
purposes of rule 22.

Disciplinary Subcommittee means the subcommittee appointed under rule 20.
Financial Year means the 12 month period specified in rule 3.

General Meeting means a general meeting of the Members convened in
accordance with these Rules and includes an Annual General Meeting, a Special
General Meeting and a Disciplinary Appeal Meeting, but excludes a social
meeting of Members convened under rule 31(4).

Member means a member of the Association.

Member entitled to vote means a Member who under rule 13(2) is entitled to
vote at a General Meeting.

Official means a Committee Member and such other person as the Committee
determines.

Register of Members means the register of members maintained under rule 18.
Registrar means the Registrar of Incorporated Associations under the Act.

Relevant Document means a record or other document, however compiled,
recorded or stored, that relates to the incorporation or management of the
Association and includes:

€) its membership records;
(b) its financial statements;
(c) its financial records; and

(d) records and documents relating to transactions, dealings, business or
property of the Association.

Special General Meeting means a special general meeting of the Association
held under rule 31 or 32.

Special Resolution means a resolution that requires not less than % of the
Members voting at a General Meeting, whether in person or by proxy, to vote in
favour of the resolution.

(2) Inthese Rules:

(@) Areference in a rule in general terms to a person holding or occupying a
particular office or position includes a reference to any person who
occupies or performs the duties of that office or position for the time being.

(b) Unless the contrary intention appears, in these Rules:
0] words importing the singular include the plural and vice versa,
(i) words importing a gender include every other gender;

(i)  words used to denote persons generally or importing a natural
person include any company, corporation, body corporate, body

politic, partnership, joint venture, association, board, group or other
body (whether or not the body is incorporated);

(iv)  areference to a person includes that person’s successors and legal
personal representatives;

(V) a reference to a statute, regulation, proclamation, ordinance or
by-law includes all statutes, regulations, proclamations, ordinances
or by-laws amending, consolidating or replacing it, whether passed
by the same or another government agency with legal power to do
so, and a reference to a statute includes all regulations,
proclamations, ordinances and by-laws issued under that statute;
and

(vi)  where a word or phrase is given a particular meaning, other parts of
speech and grammatical forms of that word or phrase have
corresponding meanings.

Headings and bold type are for convenience only and do not affect its
interpretation.

Specifying anything in these Rules after the words ‘including’, ‘includes’ or
‘for example’ or similar expressions does not limit what else is included
unless there is express wording to the contrary.

Where these Rules provide that a person or body may do a particular act
or thing and the word ‘may’ is used, the act or thing may be done at the
absolute discretion of the person or body.

Where these Rules confer a power to do a particular act or thing, the
power is, unless the contrary intention appears, to be taken as including a
power:

0] exercisable in the like manner and subject to the like conditions (if
any) to repeal, rescind, revoke, amend or vary that act or thing; and

(i)  to do the act or thing from time to time.

Where these Rules confer a power to do a particular act or thing with
respect to particular matters, the power is, unless the contrary intention
appears, to be taken to include a power to do that act or thing with respect
to some only of those matters or with respect to a particular class or
particular classes of those matters and to make different provision with
respect to different matters or different classes of matters.

Where these Rules confer a power to make appointments to any office or
position other than Committee Member, the power is, unless the contrary
intention appears, to be taken to include a power:

0] to appoint a person to act in the office or position until a person is
appointed to the office or position;

(i) subject to any contract between the Association and the relevant
person and any applicable industrial law, to remove or suspend any
person appointed, with or without cause; and

(i)  to appoint another person temporarily in the place of any person so
removed or suspended or in place of any sick or absent holder of
such office or position.

5 Powers

Where these Rules confer a power or impose a duty then, unless the
contrary intention appears, the power may be exercised and the duty must
be performed from time to time as the occasion requires.

Where these Rules confer a power or impose a duty on the holder of an
office as such then, unless the contrary intention appears, the power may
be exercised and the duty must be performed by the holder for the time
being of the office.

Where these Rules confer power on a person or body to delegate a
function or power:

0] the delegation may be concurrent with, or to the exclusion of, the
performance or exercise of that function or power by the person or
body;

(i)  the delegation may be either general or limited in any manner
provided in the terms of delegation;

(i)  the delegation need not be to a specified person but may be to any
person from time to time holding, occupying or performing the duties
of, a specified office or position;

(iv)  the delegation may include the power to delegate;

(v)  where the performance or exercise of that function or power is
dependent upon the opinion, belief or state of mind of that person or
body in relation to a matter, that function or power may be
performed or exercised by the delegate upon the opinion, belief or
state of mind of the delegate in relation to that matter; and

(vi)  the function or power so delegated, when performed or exercised by
the delegate, is to be taken to have been performed or exercised by
the person or body.

PART 2 — POWERS

(1)  Subject to the Act, the Association has power to do all things incidental or
conducive to achieve its purposes.

enter into any other contract it considers necessary or desirable.

(3)  The Association may only exercise its powers and use its income and assets
(including any surplus) for its purposes.
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6 Not-for-profit organisation

The Association must not distribute any surplus income or assets by way of
dividend, bonus, or other profit distribution, directly or indirectly to its Members.

Rule 6(1) does not prevent the Association from paying a Member:

(@ reimbursement for expenses properly incurred by the Member as a
Member or as a Committee Member; or

(b)  for goods or services provided by the Member as a Member or as a
Committee Member,

if this is done in good faith on terms no more favourable than if the Member was
not a Member or a Committee Member, nor does it prevent a payment being
made under rule 80.

PART 3 - MEMBERS

7 Minimum number of Members

The Association must have at least 5 Members.

8 Who is eligible to be a Member

Any person who supports the purposes of the Association is eligible for membership.

9 Application for membership

To apply to become a Member, a person must submit a written application to the
Association stating that the person:

(&) wishes to become a Member;

(b)  supports the purposes of the Association; and

(c) agrees to comply with the Rules.

The application:

(@ must be signed by the applicant; and

10 Consideration of application

As soon as practicable after an application for membership is received, the
Committee must decide by resolution whether to accept or reject the application.

The Committee must notify the applicant in writing of its decision as soon as
practicable after the decision is made.

If the Committee rejects the application, it must return any money accompanying
the application to the applicant.

No reason need be given for the rejection of an application.

11 New membership

If an application for membership is approved by the Committee:

(b)  the Secretary must, as soon as practicable, enter the name and address of
the new Member, and the date of becoming a Member, in the Register of
Members.

A person becomes a Member and, subject to rule 13(2), is entitled to exercise his
or her rights of membership from the date, whichever is the later, on which the:

(b)  person pays any applicable joining fee and annual subscription; and
(c) Member is entered in the Register of Members under rule 11(1)(b).

Annual subscription and joining fee

The Committee may determine that any new Member who joins after the start of
a Financial Year must, for that Financial Year, pay a subscription equal to:

(@) the full annual subscription;

(b)  a pro rata annual subscription based on the remaining part of the Financial
Year; or

(c) afixed amount determined from time to time by the Committee.

The rights of a Member (including the right to vote) who has not paid the annual
subscription by the due date are suspended until the annual subscription is paid.

The Committee must determine the joining fee (if any) from time to time.

General rights of Members

A Member who is entitled to vote has the right to:

(@) receive notice of General Meetings and of proposed Special Resolutions in
the manner and time prescribed by these Rules;

A Member is entitled to vote if:

(b)  more than 30 Business Days have passed since he or she became a
Member; and

(c) the Member's membership rights are not suspended for any reason.
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14 Associate Members

(1) Associate Members of the Association are any category of Member as
determined as such by special resolution at a General Meeting.

(2)  An Associate Member may not vote but may have other rights as determined by
the Committee from time to time.

15 Rights not transferable

The rights of a Member are not transferable and end when membership ceases.

16  Ceasing membership

(1) The membership of a Member ceases:

(2) If a person ceases to be a Member, the Secretary must, as soon as practicable,
enter the date the person ceased to be a Member in the Register of Members,
and the cessation takes effect from the time that entry is made.

17 Resigning as a Member

(2) A Member is taken to have resigned if:

the Member's annual subscription is more than 4 months in arrears; or
where no annual subscription is payable:

(2) Any Member may, at a reasonable time and free of charge, inspect the Register
of Members.
Grounds for taking disciplinary action

The Association may take disciplinary action against a Member in accordance with
these Rules if the Committee determines that the Member:

(@ has failed to comply with these Rules;
(b)  refuses to support the purposes of the Association; or
(© has engaged in conduct prejudicial to the Association.

Disciplinary Subcommittee

(1) If the Committee is satisfied that there are sufficient grounds for taking
disciplinary action against a Member, the Committee must appoint a Disciplinary
Subcommittee to hear the matter and determine what action, if any, to take
against the Member.

(2)  The members of the Disciplinary Subcommittee:
(@ may be Committee Members, Members or anyone else; but
(b)  must not be biased against, or in favour of, the Member concerned.

Notice to Member

(1) Before disciplinary action is taken against a Member, the Secretary must give
written notice to the Member:

(@) stating that the Association proposes to take disciplinary action against the
Member;

(b)  stating the grounds for the proposed disciplinary action;

(c)  specifying the date, place and time of the Disciplinary Meeting at which the
Disciplinary Subcommittee intends to consider the disciplinary action;

Notice of the Disciplinary Appeal Meeting must be given to each Member who is
entitled to vote as soon as practicable and must:

(i)  that at the Disciplinary Appeal Meeting the Members present must
vote on whether the decision to suspend or expel the person should
be upheld or revoked.

Conduct of Disciplinary Appeal Meeting

Parties must attempt to resolve the dispute

The parties to a dispute must attempt to resolve the dispute between themselves within
14 days of the dispute coming to the attention of each party.

Appointment of mediator

If the parties to a dispute are unable to resolve the dispute between themselves
within the time required by rule 26, a party to the dispute must within 14 days:

(b)  agree to or request the appointment of a mediator; and

The mediator must be:

(@) aperson chosen by agreement between the parties; or
(b)  inthe absence of agreement:

0] if the dispute is between a Member and another Member — a person
appointed by the Committee; or

(i) if the dispute is between a Member and the Committee or the
Association — a person appointed or employed by the Dispute
Settlement Centre of Victoria.

A mediator appointed by the Committee may be a Member or former Member but
in any case must not be a person who:

(@) has a personal interest in the dispute; or
(b) is biased in favour of or against any party.

Mediation process

The mediator to the dispute, in conducting the mediation, must:
(@) give each party every opportunity to be heard;

(b)  allow due consideration by all parties of any written statement submitted by
any party; and

(© ensure that natural justice is accorded to the parties throughout the
mediation process.

If the mediation process does not resolve the dispute, the parties may seek to
resolve the dispute in accordance with the Act or otherwise at law.

PART 4 — GENERAL MEETINGS

30  Annual General Meetings

The Committee must convene an Annual General Meeting of the Association to
be held within 5 months after the end of each Financial Year.

Despite rule 30(1), the Association may hold its 1*' Annual General Meeting at
any time within 18 months after its incorporation.

The Committee may determine the date, time and place of an Annual General
Meeting.

The ordinary business of an Annual General Meeting is:

(@) to confirm the minutes of the previous Annual General Meeting and of any
Special General Meeting held since then;

(b)  toreceive and consider:

0] the annual report of the Committee on the activities of the
Association during the preceding Financial Year; and

(i) the financial statements of the Association for the preceding
Financial Year submitted by the Committee in accordance with the
Act; and

(c) to elect the Committee Members.

The Annual General Meeting may also conduct any other business of which
notice has been given in accordance with these Rules.

A Member who wishes to bring any business before a General Meeting must give
written notification of the business to the Secretary, and the Secretary must
ensure that business is included in the notice of the next General Meeting
scheduled to be held not less than 21 days after the notification is received.

31 Special General Meetings and social meetings

The Committee may convene a Special General Meeting whenever it thinks fit.

The Committee may convene social meetings of Members, on a monthly basis or
otherwise, and any such social meeting is not a General Meeting.

32 Special General Meeting held at request of Members

Proxies

(1) A Member may appoint another Member as his or her proxy to vote and speak on
his or her behalf at a General Meeting other than a Disciplinary Appeal Meeting.

(2)  The appointment of a proxy must be in writing and signed by the Member making
the appointment.

(3) The Member appointing the proxy may give specific directions as to how the
proxy is to vote on his or her behalf, otherwise the proxy may vote on behalf of
the Member in any matter as he or she sees fit.

(4)  Notice of a General Meeting given to a Member under rule 33 must:

A Member patrticipating in a General Meeting as permitted under rule 35(1) is
taken to be present at the meeting and, if the Member votes at the meeting, is
taken to have voted in person.
